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Joint Declaration in Hiroshima
for the Abolition of Nuclear Weapons Together

On March 10, 2024, the U.S. branch of Pax Christi, a peace organization of the
Catholic Church, met in Hiroshima with six groups of Hiroshima hibakusha to express
their apology for the A-bomb damage and to call for dialogue toward reconciliation.
By the warm sincerity and deep compassion of their guests, the grip on the elderly
Hibakusha's chests was removed a little and Hibakusha received the strength to
live.

The U.S. branch of Pax Christi, six groups of Hiroshima hibakusha, all who
participated in the dialogue meeting shared the significance of the encounter with joy.
On that basis, we issue the following declaration in mutual appreciation and respect.

8 We call on the U.S. government to express its formal apology for the atomic
bombings on the up-coming occasion of the 80th anniversary of the atomic
bombings. We believe that only by acknowledging wrongs can true
reconciliation be achieved and friendship deepened.

8The idea of relying on nuclear weapons is no way to prevent nuclear war and the
destruction of the human race. The “Treaty on Prohibition of Nuclear \Weapons”
Is the sure way to abolish nuclear weapons and support the global hibakusha.
We call on the United States and other nuclear weapon states to join this treaty.
We urge the government of the A-bombed nation (Japan) to sign and ratify the
treaty as soon as possible in order to pave the way and rally the nations of the
world to the treaty.

8We pledge to continue to pray, plead, and protest for the abolition of nuclear
weapons and the survival of humanity.

8We will share what we have learned from the A-bomb experience and strive to
deepen our learning and translate it into action and expand the circle of the
endeavor of this declaration.

Abolish all Nuclear Weapons!
Save the world's nuclear victims (Global Hibakusha)!
Let us work together for world peace!
